Tell a family member, friend, legal counsel, or anyone else 
outside the facility.

Report to an outside agency: 
PREA Reporting Office in Colorado Springs, CO, 

using DOC 21-379 PREA Allegation to an Outside Agency 
(anonymously if requested). Forms and pre-addressed 

envelopes are available in your living unit.
